Tus Maith is a package of resources and
services designed to support parents/guardians of young children in County Kildare. Parents and
guardians came together in Naas Library last Thursday to celebrate the launch. They heard of
many of the resources available to them from their gaelscoileanna, gaelcholaisti and
organisations such as Teanga Ti agus An Gum.

This scheme will promote the Irish language at home, Irish-medium education and the available
support resources. In addition, Irish classes/workshops will be provided for parents/guardians
with young children (up to second class). These classes will support them in developing a
network, getting to know other parents/guardians, developing language skills, learning terms and
expressions in Irish and will help them help their children with homework. Irish
classes/workshops will be available for parents/guardians with young children (up to second
class) in any Gaelscoil in County Kildare or in any primary school or pre-school in Naas and Sallins.

Announcing this news, Sarah Walsh, Executive Officer, Cill Dara le Gaeilge, said:
“l am delighted to announce our new scheme Tus Maith. If you are interested in raising your
child/children through Irish, this scheme will assist you. Learn about how bilingualism will
enhance your child’s ability in many ways. Don't worry if you are not a fluent Irish speaker, you
can still speak a little bit of Irish to your children at home. There are lots of resources listed on
our website.”

Statement from Daithi de Faoite, Chairperson, Cill Dara le Gaeilge:
“Lots of parents and guardians are now opting to send their children to Irish-medium education.
We hope that our new project, Tus Maith, will support the great work underway in the
Gaelscoileanna across the county, providing an additional set of resources and a support network
to help them on this journey.
